Rhinoceroses have been on Earth for 40 million years.  Only five types are still alive and four of those have nearly disappeared.  There are now less than 10,000 rhinos still alive.





They eat a huge amount of leaves every day.  Some eat roots which they dig up with their horns.





Rhinos live in swampy areas in Africa where tall grasses grow and in forests too.





The swamps are being dried and the forests cut down to make farms.





Some rhinos are being moved to parks where they can be looked after.  Some are put to sleep and their horns taken off so that there is nothing for the poachers to take.





People kill them for meat and for their horns which are very valuable.





Rhinos are huge animals with thick skin and one or two horns on the top of their nose.
