Sorting into groups

There are many different types of minibeast. They can be sorted into groups according to what you can see (observable features).

Draw and name one minibeast in each of the boxes. Use the descriptions inside each box to hep you find a minibeast that belongs to each group. Sorting minibeasts in this way is known as classification.





INSECTS: they have six legs, a body in three parts and usually wings.





MYRIAPODS: they have a head, segmented bodies and lots of legs.





ARACHNIDS: they have eight legs and a body in one or two parts.





ANNELIDS: they have long wriggly bodies in lots of segments, but no legs.





MOLLUSCS: they have squashy bodies in one part and some have a coiled shell.
