I push the waste out of the body through the anus.


(Roll the brown paper into balls and hand the bag to the anus.)














I am the large intestine.





I soak up the water from the undigested food and then pass the undigested food to the rectum. 


(Take the sponge out of the bag and pass the bag to the rectum)

















I am the small intestine.





I complete digestion. (Tear the blue paper into smaller pieces but not the brown paper.) 


I take the nutrients out and pass them to the blood.


(Take the blue paper out of the bag.)





I pass the undigested food to the large intestine.


(Hand the bag to the large intestine.)














I am the stomach.





I add a mixture of acid and digestive juices to the food and mix them together. (Put the paper in the bag, squirt the “acid” then shake the contents.)





I then pass the food to the small intestine.


(Hand the bag to the small intestines.)




















I am the gullet.





I pass the food from the mouth to the stomach.


(Hand the paper to the stomach.)

















I am the mouth. 





I break down large pieces of food into smaller pieces by the chewing action of the teeth.  


(Tear up the paper into large pieces.)





The saliva starts the digestive process and makes the food easier to swallow.             


(Hand the paper to the gullet.)




















I am the anus.





I allow the solid waste to pass out of the body.


(Empty the contents of the bag on the table beside you.)
