











Eating cats and dogs


Read the following information about different types of meat.





In some parts of the world, eating cats or dogs is seen as being no different from eating pork or chicken. They are all made of meat and the meat might even be cheaper than pork or chicken.


In this country, people see cats and dogs as pets and think they should not be eaten.

Selective Breeding of cows to produce more milk


Read the following information about milk production.





Cows are selectively bred to produce very large quantities of milk. This helps keep milk cheap and in plentiful supply.





The cow’s udder may contain over 20 litres of milk at any one time. Supporting this weight can make the cow lame. Producing so much milk can cause painful infections in the cow’s udders.





Do you agree with the selective breeding of cows so that they will produce more milk?

Routine use of antibiotics in farming


Read the following information about the use of antibiotics.





Crowded conditions on farms can lead to a spread of disease among animals. Antibiotics can help to prevent illness and can also increase growth rates. 


Dangerous bacteria can become resistant to antibiotics if they are over-used. This might mean that vital antibiotics used on people would no longer work. An alternative might be to keep animals in less crowded conditions but this would make meat more expensive.

Chicken production


Read the following information about producing chicken meat.





Chicken meat produced by farming the chickens indoors involves the chickens being kept in a crowded shed with little room to move and more chance of them catching diseases. This type of intensive farming makes the chicken meat cheaper for people to buy.


Free range chickens are kept outdoors and live longer because they grow at a slower, more natural rate. This makes free range chicken meat more expensive to buy.





Do you think people should buy free range chicken rather than chickens raised indoors?
